USH 45 NB between North Ave and Burleigh St

· Joint adhesive area not sealed yet, but other areas are sealed.  County maintenance mentioned that they were impressed that they didn’t have to seal the adhesive areas when they sealed the rest of the project.

· Heavy traffic; difficult to do quantitative review.

STH 16/60 east of Columbus

· Both areas (adhesive and non-adhesive) are performing well.  No differences between the two.

· Some joint adhesive is seeping up to pavement surface – this is due to over-application and would have occurred shortly after construction.

· Longitudinal joint looked fine in all sections – no deterioration.  All adhesive types were performing equally.

· Edge raveling along WB shoulder along entire length (gutter along EB shoulder provided more support – no edge raveling).

· Difficult to tell where paving joint is – under yellow line or between yellow lines?  Deb thinks it’s under the yellow line.

· Some lathes had been knocked over by lawn mower.  We restored them and noted test section details so permanent signs can be made and installed.

USH 45 NB between North Ave and Burleigh St

· Looks like joint adhesive starts a little earlier than North Ave.  Ends at Burleigh St after bridge.

· Same conditions as 2007 – Joint adhesive area not sealed yet, but other areas are sealed.

· Check with county maintenance for when they’re going to seal again.  Then the lane will be closed and we can see where they’re sealing.

STH 16/60 east of Columbus

· Both areas (adhesive and non-adhesive) are performing well.  No differences between the two.
