DIRECTIONS HOW TO USE NCR CONSTRUCTION DETAILS (rev 6-17-2020)

The region construction details are now located on the N drive under the following folder. 
Box - \DTSD-Public\NCR-Public\NCR-PDS-Public\NCR-Design\NCR-ConstructionDetails

There is a pdf file that has a list and picture of all the region construction details. (2018-NCR-all-CD-sheets-c3d.pdf)
The designer can view and print out the construction details they want and give to support staff to include in project. (They are region only details.)

There is a 3 step process you should take when thinking about including region construction details to your design project.
Step 1.    Go to the FDM and look at the Standard Detail Drawings, chapter 16 (you should be using these first)

Step 2.   Go to the state wide construction details, which Methods Development maintains.   Location dwg and pdf files?

Step 3.   Use the NCR region construction details found here. 
(Box - \DTSD-Public\NCR-Public\NCR-PDS-Public\NCR-Design\NCR-ConstructionDetails) copy and paste using clip board to bring into your project dwg file.

There also is a sheet template that you can click on, 02-LayoutSheets, and click on 02-CD-Template
This is a speed sheet that helps you get started with construction details there are 10 preset details, this will create 10 layout sheets and set up model space with 10 spots to build construction details.    

Cheryl Simon has gone through most of them, they should be in good shape, old outdated details have been removed.
There also is a state-wide folder that is maintained by MDU.  This is not in as good a shape so be careful and look over first before using.  They will all help you get started but you might have to tweak them.
