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Note to utilities for the TRANS 220 Plans:

· It is the utilities responsibility to verify that their facilities are shown correctly on the plans.  Please contact WisDOT if there are new or missing facilities.

· The following is a brief flow chart of the TRANS 220 process.
· WisDOT sends TRANS 220 package to all the utility companies (includes TRANS 220 Project Plan, contact list, work sheet, potential conflict list, etc).
· The utility returns the DT1078 form acknowledging receipt of the package.
· The utility company completes necessary paperwork and submits to WisDOT.
· The utility company sends their work plan and work sheet to WisDOT for review.
· WisDOT reviews the plans and informs the utility company of any deficiencies.  The utility revises their plan and resubmits if necessary.
· WisDOT notifies the utility that the utility Work Plan has been approved.
· The below potential conflict list calls out any location that has a facility inside the grading limits that could be in conflict.  The utilities are to verify all conflicts and identify additional conflicts that are not noted.
· The utilities are responsible for coordinating their facilities with each other; see the utility contact list for names and phone numbers.
· AutoCAD Civil 3D electronic files are available at the request of the utility company.

· The utility special verbiage below can/will be changed based on each utilities Work Plans.  Coordination between the designer and utility will be needed.

· Utilities are shown on the cross sections for the TRANS 220 Plan only.  Utilities with facilities in the same trench are shown as a single tick in the cross sections. 
· Construction will take place with STH 59 lane closures. One lane in each direction will be closed during peak hours and two lanes in each direction will be closed during non-peak hours.   
· Excavation Below Subgrade (EBS) – anticipated EBS locations are noted in the cross sections.
· There are two identified locations for Hazardous Material within the project grading limits – anticipated HazMat locations are noted in the cross sections and plans.
· Utility conflicts shall be adjusted prior to construction unless noted otherwise. There may be a few utility adjustments that can only be completed during construction, and these adjustments must be clearly stated “to be completed during construction” in the special provisions.

· Municipal utilities wishing to include their utility adjustments in the WisDOT contract should contact the WisDOT Project Manager as soon as possible to coordinate the inclusion of the utility adjustments in the roadway plan.
