STH 59 and CTH XX Intersection
STH 59
Waukesha County
The Wisconsin Department of Transportation, SE Region, is working on the design of sidewalk handicap improvements at the STH 59 and CTH XX intersection in the City of Waukesha, Waukesha County. See Exhibit 1 for the project location map.
Improvements at the STH 59 and CTH XX intersection include:

· Extending sidewalk and installing curb ramps in the NW, NE, and SW quadrants, possibly extending cross culverts, replacing guardrail, adding crosswalk pavement marking, installing stop bar pavement marking, and replacing concrete curb & gutter. Grading is required in all three quadrants where the curb ramps are to be installed.
· Signal changes - installing pedestrian signal equipment-poles/bases/push buttons and moving existing signal poles and signal cabinet if necessary.
The existing STH 59 and CTH XX typical sections will remain the same. No pavement or turn lane improvements are planned. Monotube signals are not included with the project. A plat may be required with Temporary Limited Easement parcels for grading purposes. The existing posted speed limits will not change with this project. Wetland impacts are anticipated, and a 404 permit will be required.
The project has a PS&E date of November 1, 2022. Construction is scheduled for 2023 and will be constructed under traffic with lane closures.
