Project Description


a.  Describe existing facility - Include existing right of way width.

The proposed improvement project is located on STH 171 in Crawford County and located 0.17 miles West of the intersection of STH 171 with STH 35.  The existing structure (B-12-170) has excessive overburden due to past asphalt deck overlays.  There are cracks in both abutments and wings, and spalling of the underdeck.  The existing bridge deck width is substandard and should be brought up to current structure standards.   The existing box culvert (C-12-1703) has large horizontal cracks, spalling and cracks in the ceiling.   Additionally there is slope failure at this same location on the downstream side of the box.  
Existing land use adjacent to these two structures is primarily wetland that is pastured.  Adjacent to the bridge structure there are fields which are currently being used to raise crops.
Existing right of way through this section of STH 171 is located 40ft to either side of the center line.  

b.  Describe proposed action - Include anticipated right of way width and any easements.

The department is proposing to replace both of these deteriorating structures.  In both locations the existing slopes will need to be extended or repaired to accommodate the new structures.  This will extend the existing right of way out at each structure approximately an additional 20-25 feet beyond the current 40ft right of way line.
